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Mine Haul Road:
Haul trucks use this road to
transport ore from the mine
to the crusher.

The Ovoid Mine:
On August 20th, 2005,
mining began at the Ovoid
deposit, which has a life of
about 14 years.

Powerhouse:
This diesel generating plant
supplies power to the site.
Accommodations: This accommodations complex
houses some 255 people at once. This is where
VB employees sleep, eat, exercise and socialize.
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equipment repair shop.

Road to Open Pit Mine: The site has a network of
all-season roads that connect the open pit,
concentrator, port, airstrip and waste disposal areas.

Sedimentation Ponds:
Water (in the form of rain and snow) that falls on the mine site is
collected here and treated before being released into the environment.

Voisey’s Bay is a self-sufficient site, complete with a diesel generating plant, its
own drinking water supply, a sewage treatment facility and a number of warehouses

and maintenance facilities to support the operation.

Discovery Hill:

The day after spotting a rusty
outcrop from their helicopter in
1993, prospectors Al Chistett
and Chris Verbiski returned and
saw Volsey's Bay up close for the
first time from the top of this hill.

Crusher:

Up to 1500 tonnes.
of ore is crushed
here per hour.

Coarse Ore Storage:
Stores one-and-a-half
days production.

? Concentrator:
Designed to process
6800 tonnes of ore
per day.
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he Voisey's Bay port facility
s 11 kilometers away at Edward’s Cove in
Anaktalak Bay. It includes a dock, a concen-
trate storage building and equipment for
loading concentrate onto arriving ships.
Most supplies arrive at Edward's Cove via ship.

Airstrip: This permanent,
all-weather airsteip has been
constructed to allow workers
to be flown in and out of site
